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LG WIRED REMOTE

At initial power on ‘Time’ flashes. The controller can be used as a basic on/off controller using the on/off button to start/stop the air conditioner.  The function control buttons can be used to change set temperature, change fan speed or change operation mode etc.

Pressing the reset button will accept the time and day settings of 00 hrs 00 mins and Sunday.  Sunday will be designated as a holiday day, signified by the box around the day. Pressing the reset button again will return to reset state.

TO SET THE CORRECT TIME AND DAY OF WEEK.

1. Press the ‘Hour’ button repeatedly to select the current hour.  The display will initially show 00 with ‘Hour’ flashing.  Successive presses of the ‘Hour’ button will advance the digit, from 00 to 23 and back to 00.  Holding the button will steadily advance the digits.

2. Press the ‘Min’ button repeatedly to select the current minute.  The display will initially show 00 with ‘Min’ flashing.  Successive presses of the ‘Min’ button will advance the digits from 00 to 59 and back to 00.  Holding the button in will steadily advance the digits.

3. Press the ‘Week’ button repeatedly to select the current day.  The display will initially show all days of the week with ‘Sun’ flashing.  Successive presses of the ‘Week’ button will advance through the days of the week.  Holding the button in will steadily advance through the days of the week.

4. Press the ‘RESET’ button to accept the entered settings.  Pressing the ‘RESET’ button again will return to the setting mode with ‘Time’ flashing.  Pressing ‘RESET’ again will return to the last settings.

TO PROGRAM WEEKLY ON/OFF SETTINGS.

1. Press the ‘Program’ button.  The display will show ‘Program set’  in a box, the days of the week with ‘Sun’ in a box and a ‘Time’ band showing the hours of the day.  These are all flashing.  The ‘01’ time indicator will also be flashing.  The box around ‘Sun’ indicates that Sunday is set as a holiday and no run times can be set.

2. Press the ‘Week’ button to step through the days of the week.  There are factory set programs for days of the week as follows (note that the bar indicates an hours run time starting at the hour under the bar) -

Sun

Holiday, no run times.

Mon to Fri

On 08:00 to 12:00, On 13:00 to 17:00, On 18:00 to 20:00

On 08:00 to 12:00

At each selected day the preset programme can be changed.  The ‘Hour’ and ‘Min’ buttons are used to move along the ‘Time’ band in either direction. Note that only the odd hours are represented by a number, the even hours each represented by a •.  At the selected, flashing, hour of the day the ‘Set/Clr’ button is used to add an ON indicator bar or to remove an ON indicator bar.

3. Press the ‘Program’ button again. This will change from the setting display with flashing indicators to a set display.  This will show the program times for the current day.  Program times for other days can be displayed by pressing the ‘Week’ button to step through the days of the week.  Pressing the ‘Set/Clr’ button will return to the current day position.

If the air conditioner is to be on from 08.00 to 13.00 and 14.00 to 18.00 there will be ON indicators above the following hours of the day indicators on the ‘Time’ bar –

• (representing 08), 09, • (representing 10), 11,

• (representing 12), • (representing 14), 15

• (representing 16), 17, • (representing 18).

The program set mode can be exited by pressing the ‘Cancel’ button.  To re-enter the program set mode press the ‘Program’ button twice.

TO PROGRAM A DAY OMIT OR HOLIDAY SETTING.

1. Whilst in the Program set mode press the ‘Program’ button to enter the program setting mode.  Press the ‘Week’ button, repeatedly if necessary, to select the day to be omitted.  Press the ‘Holiday’ button to place a box around the selected day.  Press the ‘Program’ button again to return to the set mode.  The above procedure may also be used to remove the box indicating day omit or holiday as the ‘Holiday’ button will also remove the box around a selected day.

TO PROGRAM A DELAYED START PERIOD OR A PRE-SET STOP PERIOD.

If the unit is on a pre-set stop period will be set and if the unit is off a delayed start period will be set.

1. Press the ‘Timer’ button to select the setting mode.  The display will show ‘Time’ and a ‘Time’ band from 01 to 24 hours.  Pressing the ‘Min’ button repeatedly will place an indicator above successive hours starting at 01.  Pressing 3 times will set a period until start or a period until stop of 3 hours. Pressing the ‘Hour’ button will initially place indicators above all 24 hours.  Repeated pressing of the ‘Hour’ button will remove indicators starting at 24.  Pressing another 3 times will leave a set period of 21 hours.

The display will continue to show the indictors until the timed period is completed.

To exit the timed period during the period press the ‘Timer’ button.
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
